 DAILY TRANSFER HOTEL/CIBUS AND RETURN  

Please check the bus schedule available at the CIBUS Desk at the hotel.  
We kindly ask you to be at meeting point at least 10 min prior to the timings given.  
Latecomers will have to take care of their transfer on their own. Please inform the Staff if you decide 
not to board the bus for any reason and commute by your own means.  

 BUYERS LOUNGE 
Located in Hall 8, the Buyers Lounge is an area reserved to the Buyers Program participants, where 
you can find dedicated services such as: Welcome Desk, cloakroom and meeting spaces. 
Cibus Staff and ITA Executives will be there to assist you with your registration (see below) and answer 
your questions on Business Agenda or any other enquiry regarding your visit. 
Refreshment in Buyers Lounge will be coffee/drink station – lunch is not included. 
 

 BUYERS PROGRAM REGISTRATION 
Once during your visit and within the day of your departure, please proceed with the registration at 
the REGISTRATION DESK at the Buyers Lounge in order to allow us to take note of your presence at 
the trade show.  
Once you have registered, you will be provided with your TRANSFER VOUCHER with all the detailed 
information about your transfer to the airport - if requested. 
Those who do not register will be considered as no-show and their transfer to the airport (if 
requested) will be cancelled.
